APPENDIX 3a – NEW AND EXPECTANT MOTHERS RISK ASSESSMENT FORM – FOR USE DURING COVID – 19 PANDEMIC 
There may be hazards present in the working environment which present a higher risk to new and expectant mothers.   This form should be completed with reference to Health and Safety Guidance Note ‘Risk Assessment’, Health and safety guidance note ‘Health and Safety of New and Expectant Mothers’ and in conjunction with the general risk assessments for the tasks being undertaken by the new or expectant mother. 
In addition, employees who are pregnant are classified as being as clinically vulnerable/higher risk and are more vulnerable to the dangers of the coronavirus infection. A Covid-19 employee checklist should also be completed for each pregnant employee.
Please note that the examples given are not exhaustive and any other occupational hazard relevant to the employee should be added.

	Minor (1)
	Injury not requiring first aid which would not result in working days lost e.g. bruise, scratch, minor cut

	Moderate (2)
	Injury requiring first aid which would result in working days lost e.g burns, substantial cuts, sprains and strains

	Major (3)
	Injury requiring hospital attendance including bone fracture, burns, permanent disability, amputation and/or potential for major damage or closure of premises, buildings and public spaces

	Fatality and/or                   Major Event (4)
	As well as a fatality, could also result in immediate loss of, major damage to or closure of premises, buildings and public spaces
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
